From Fr. Roy 
As if to emphasize the meaning of the day, the sun 

rose into a clear blue sky as the 7:30 mass started last 
Sunday. Celebration of the Lordôs resurrection ended 
the Triduum that began Thursday evening with the re-
membrance of the Last Supper and focused on his cruci-
fixion Friday. The Triduum was marked by a variety of 
events beyond the central liturgies: 

+ People prayed and reflected before the Eucharist 
in Our Lady of Peace Parish Center Chapel until mid-
night Thursday evening. 

+ Since the Adoration Chapel at SS Church was 
closed for most of the Triduum, volunteers gave it a 
thorough cleaning. 

+ The Good Friday Red Cross Blood Bank pro-
duced 32 units of whole blood and 4 units of double red 
cells. Explanation: The majority of us donate a pint of 
whole blood. Many people in need of transfusions, sur-
gery patients and accident victims for instance, need 
only a single component of whole blood. Commonly 
needed components are platelets, plasma and red blood 
cells. Double red donors must meet tougher weight, 
height and age standards than whole blood donors. Do-
nors who qualify give in a process that removes only red 
cells and returns the rest of the blood to them. They end 
up giving less blood volume than a standard donor while 
giving twice as many red blood cells as are contained in 
the pint given by the normal donor.  

+ Before and all through the Triduum Liturgy Com-
mittee members prepared for each liturgy and sorted 
things out after. Holy Saturday was an especially busy 
day for them. Special credit goes to them for figuring 
out how to open a luna (the pocket watch size container 
that holds the host in the monstrance at the Adoration 
Chapel) so the host could be consumed and replaced by 
a newly consecrated one. They also put out  an electrical 

fire in the heater of the baptismal immersion font before 
it spread. Yet another parishioner fixed a problem in the 
SS cordless mike and returned it just in time for the 7:30 
a.m. Easter Mass. 

+ The various choirs and their leaders spent hours 
preparing, rehearsing and leading music for the Triduum 
liturgies. Remember also the many liturgical ministers 
who added their skills to the Triduum. 

+ Our maintenance staff found time from their nor-
mal activities to do the heavy lifting and cleaning 
needed. They built a platform that extends the SF 
Church sacristy into the sacristy giving more room for 
liturgical activities. 

As a firm believer in the principle that grace builds 
on nature (i.e. we offer God contexts for Godôs action) I 
am confident that all who contributed to the Triduum in 
any way called forth Godôs grace in ways that statistics 
can never detail. For what they are worth here are some 
of these statistics: at least 2,500 people participated in 
one or another of the Triduum liturgies, 7 were baptized,  
4 were confirmed and received Eucharist for the first 
time. 

Thank you to everyone who helped make for a won-
derful Triduum.
