At least once or twice each year medical emergen-

cies occur during mass. The prompt action of medically 
skilled members of the congregation has brought each 
emergency to be favorable conclusion.  

Tiffany Ryan, a nurse in the ICU unit at Geneva 
General Hospital, has assisted parishioners stricken dur-
ing mass. She spoke with the Pastoral Council earlier 
this month. We asked her to share the gist of her con-
cerns with everyone. Here is her note: 

 
Prepare for the worst...but hope for the best. We 

have all heard that saying. Hi, I am Tiffany Ryan and I 
am a nurse at Geneva General. My years in nursing have 
taught me many things. One of them is that when an 
emergency happens seconds matter. With that in mind I 
am in the process of securing two AEDôs for our parish. 
An AED is an automated external defibrillator found in 
most public forums. They are very expensive pieces of 
equipment and I am looking for help to secure funds. If 
anyone is interested in helping or has ideas for fund rais-
ing, please call me at 789-1970 or email me at 
<tryan19@rochester.rr.com>. It is my hope that we will 
never need them, but if we do, we will be glad we had 
them.  

Tiffany went on to tell us that an basic level AED 
costs about $1,600. A more user friendly one goes for 
$2,100. My preference is for the more expensive model 
because it requires less maintenance and would be much 
easier for someone unskilledðlike meðto use if fully 
trained people were not immediately available. 

Feel free to contact me as well as Tiffany if you are 
able to help on the follow through on this need. 
ððððððððððððððððððð- 
There are twelve (12) parishioners serving on the

The Pastoral Council has been especially important 
in the process of transition to a new pastor and will con-
tinue to be so when our new pastor, Fr. Paul Tomasso, 
arrives at the end of December.
