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From Fr. Roy 
Godôs blessings to the youngsters receiving Com-

munion for the first time at an 11:30 a.m. mass in SF 
Church this Sunday. The preparations, liturgy and cele-
brations all reflect our communityôs faith in the impor-
tance of the Eucharist.  

If possible, I try to bring the Eucharist when emer-
gency calls come. Ideally Eucharist is the last sacrament 
given to a dying person. Depending on the spirituality 
style of those with the dying person it can also be a 
boost to them. I believe the Eucharist is the closest en-
counter the Lord offers us this side of eternity. It does 
not seem out of line to introduce the Eucharist into a 
situation of heavy emotion. Consider that Jesus went to 
Martha and Mary despite their upset with him for not 
arriving before their brother, Lazarus, had died. Jesus 
never demanded ideal conditions before entering a place 
or opening a relationship. 

The children are meeting the Lord in a personal, 
intimate way today. Some future meetings may lack to-
dayôs and brightness, but in such situations the Lord is 
all the more needed and never shies away. 
ððððððððððððððððððð- 
The contractor hopes to start installing the drainage 

network in St. Maryôs Cemetery in June. By then the 
ground will be sufficiently dry to insure that the linear 
trenches do not cave in as they are being dug.  

The plans on display by the front doors of both 
churches give details of the system. 

The drainage pipe was delivered last fall to beat a 
price increase. The contractor assures us that the price 
quoted last year will hold despite skyrocketing energy 
costs. The cost of the crushed stone fill for the linear 
trenches is being negotiated. We believe the total cost 
will come in around $98,000. 

To date $80,500 has been paid or pledged by 97 
donors. Cemetery reserves are not hefty, but will have to 
cover the rest. The cemetery is corporately separate 
from OLP parish so parish monies cannot arbitrarily  be 
put into the  drainage project. 

Please consider a donation to the drainage project. It 
would be a charitable gift with benefits come income 
tax time. Donations of stock offer special tax advan-
tages.

Maryôs Cemetery. Every gift decreases a drainage we 
would like to avoidðone on cemetery reserves. 

Specialists assure us that the project is sound since it 
is founded on a basic principle: water moves from wet-
ter to dryer places. Put a piece of toweling on a wet spot 
and observe the principle in operation. Of course once 
the toweling is saturated nothing more can be absorbed.  
The cemetery project avoids saturation because as water 
percolates through the soil to the trenches it is carried 
away by the piping. An unanswered question is just how 
far the composition of the cemetery soils will allow sur-
face and subsurface water travel to get to the piping. We 
have good reason to expect that the drainage corridor 
will extend out at least 40 to 50 feet from each side of 
the piping.
